PUBLIC POLICY ECOSYSTEM:
DEFINITION, STRUCTURE, FUNCTIONING, APPLICATION

In recent decades, the term "ecosystem" has gone beyond purely ecological top-
ics and began to be used to refer to systems and processes that are diverse in
nature, in particular, to systems and processes in the spheres of governance and
policy-making. This "assimilation” of the new terminological space and the
spread of the concept occur, from a methodological point of view, quite chaoti-
cally and often without considering already existing concepts and categories.

In this section, the expansion of the methodological approach in ecology to eco-
nomic, political, and administrative sciences is considered; the practices of the
extended use of the concept of "ecosystem'" are critically analyzed; a possible
definition of the concept of "public policy ecosystem" is proposed, the structure
of this ecosystem is outlined; the methods (models) of its functioning are de-
scribed; on the basis of the proposed methodology, consider the application of
this approach to some specific areas of policies.

STRATEGIZING AND GOVERNANCE:
TO KEEP UP WITH THE TREND

The purpose of the study is to determine the place of strategizing and its tools in
public administration as a system in relation to the formation of new (public) gov-
ernance. Based on the results of the study, the following conclusions were made:

1. Scientific management arose due to the need to achieve common society
goals, which required the division of functions and coordination of actions. With
the complexity of the goals, it evolves towards greater consideration of the in-
fluence of the environment. This allows for strategizing.

2. Strategizing is a process and technology by which the subject of administration
influences the object in order to achieve common society goals, continuously tak-
ing into account changes in the environment. The prerequisite for the emergence
of strategizing is the need to solve increasingly complex societal problems that
arise as a result of integration processes in the information societ).
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3. Strategizing arises for the same reasons as the new (public) governance,
which narrows the functions of the state, some of which become the property of
society, and leaves to the government goal-setting, coordination, guaranteeing
national security and the rule of law.

4. Strategizing techniques (scenario forecasting, foresight, risk management), in
contrast to planning techniques, which involve the mandatory determination of
expected quantitative indicators, allow to narrow the field of uncertainty, mini-
mize future shocks and reduce possible negative consequences.

5. Cultural, cognitive, managerial, communication and competence barriers
prevent the implementation of strategizing techniques. In order to overcome
these barriers, it is necessary to abandon policy-making tied to the election cy-
cle and focused on obtaining quick benefits, and combine forecasting with evi-
dence-based policy making.

DIGITALIZATION OF PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION AND THE ISSUE
OF SUBJECTIVITY IN THE METHODOLOGY OF PUBLIC ADMIN-
ISTRATION: THEORETICAL AND PRACTICAL ASPECTS

Based on the systemic and interdisciplinary approaches, the article identifies
and substantiates some problems of the public administration methodology as a
knowledge system in the context of public administration transformation, an im-
portant component of which is its digitalization. The main scientific and practi-
cal problem is as follows: how will the digitalization of public administration
affect the main instruments of public administration from a practical and theo-
retical point of view? In other words, how will digitalization be incorporated
into the use of specific public administration tools by a public servant? We are
talking about public administration tools, which include the basic concepts and
theories of management, basic technologies of public administration: laws of
public administration; principles of public administration; functions, methods,
forms of public administration, approaches to public administration. These ele-
ments of the public administration methodology determine the formation of an
equally important instrument of public administration — public administration
mechanisms, which combine and interconnect the laws, principles, functions,
methods, forms and approaches of public administration in different ways and
with different configurations. The formation and implementation of these public
administration tools are aimed at other equally relevant public administration
tools — management processes and management procedures. Thus, in parallel
with addressing the main topic of this publication, the authors paid attention to
and solved the problem of clarifying the interrelationships and interdependen-
cies, correlation of concepts and phenomena within the methodology of public
administration as a system consisting of relatively separate elements (public
administration instruments).

The scientific issues raised in the publication related to the processes of digitali-
zation of public administration are projected onto a specific system of public
administration instruments. This projection is maximally concentrated on the
proposed structure of management activities of public servants. Such a formula-
tion of the problem and many specific issues and tasks in the light of ongoing
digitalization will hopefully allow in the future formulating job competencies,
sets of managerial competencies and conditions for productive professional ac-
tivity in the training of public servants as clearly as possible.

TRENDS OF DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION OF THE SOCIAL

The issues in the social sphere arising after the full-scale invasion of Russia into
Ukraine, which began on February 24, 2022, are examined. Emphasis is placed
on the war’s impact, leading to infrastructure destruction, GDP contraction,
and increased unemployment. The legal and organizational foundations of

It is determined that the digital transformation, relying on advanced technolo-
gies such as artificial intelligence, data analytics, cloud services, the Internet of
Things, block chain, etc., will contribute to addressing social issues amid war
and post-war recovery. The key trends characterizing the development of digital
technologies in the social sphere of Ukraine are identified: digital governance,
eHealth, eLearning, FinTech, expansion of Internet coverage and protection of
citizen data through the development of cyber security technologies, digital cul-
tural initiatives, social networks and communications, digital identification,
tools of digital philanthropy and social assistance, robotics and automation in
social spheres.

To access various social services in Ukraine, user-friendly digital services have
been created via the Diia portal and web portals of electronic services by the
Pension Fund of Ukraine and the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine under the
«E-Services» section.

The Strategy for Ukraine’s Digital Transformation notes varying levels of effec-
tiveness in the process of informatization within social protection institutions.

It is researched that EU rules concerning coordination of social security in
member states necessitate the use of digital technologies for data exchange, ac-
cess, and processing, as well as offering convenient services to citizens with the
right to free movement within European countries. It is underscored that inter-
national aid significantly influences the process of digital transformation, the
construction, and development of the social sphere, particularly in the context of
war and post-war recovery.

DIGITIZATION OF CULTURAL HERITAGE
AS A FORM OF ITS PROTECTION

Digitization is a complicated process that requires appropriate knowledge and
skills. This is an expensive and time-consuming activity. However, it is an inval-
uable method of archiving, disseminating, and protecting cultural heritage. In
digital era, the significance of digitizing cultural heritage cannot be overstated.
By bringing cultural treasures into the digital realm, we extend their lifespan;
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enhance their accessibility, and open doors to exploration, study, and apprecia-
tion that were once unimaginable.

The research selectively describes the types and process of digitization. A range
of applications of digitization technologies for cultural heritage has been pro-
posed. Selected programs of the European Union (EU) and the Polish Ministry
of Culture and National Heritage (MKiDN) regarding the development of digiti-
zation were analyzed. The summary includes the most important applications of
digitization of cultural heritage, which aim to highlight the multi-faceted bene-
fits of the process of digitization of cultural heritage.

Digitization

Digitization refers to the process of converting analog information or
physical objects into a digital format (i.e., digital enablement)?. It involves en-
coding data into a binary code, zeroes, and ones, so that computer systems can
store, process, manipulate and transmit converted analog information®.

Types of digitization are corelated with the conversion of specific types of
analog information or objects into digital format. Among the most common
forms of digitization can be mentioned:

document digitization (scanning or photographing),

image digitization (scanners or high-resolution cameras),

audio digitization (digital audio file preserves and improves the quality of
the audio content),

video digitization (analog-to-digital converters or specialized video cap-
ture devices),

3D digitization (3D scanning or photogrammetry),

spatial digitization (integration of geographic data with other digital sys-
tems and applications),

cultural heritage digitization (converting physical artifacts, historical doc-
uments, artworks, and cultural objects into digital formats).

The specific methods and techniques used for digitization may vary de-
pending on the nature of the analog material and the desired digital format or
outcome. The process of digitization typically involves use of specialized
equipment to capture analog data and transform it into a digital format. Digital
data needs to be stored in a suitable format and infrastructure to ensure its integ-
rity and accessibility — local storage, cloud storage or dedicated database.
Metadata (titles, descriptions, keywords) should be assigned to the digitized data

One of the sectors where digitalization is an ongoing process on a global
scale is cultural heritage. Digitization plays a crucial role in preserving’ and
sharing® tangible and intangible cultural heritage.

It is the form of protection cultural heritage form damage, degradation,
destruction, and loss over time. Digitization minimizes the need for physical
handling and the risk of degradation caused by environmental exposure, as digi-
tal copies can be accessed and examined without direct contact with the original
items. Natural disasters, accidents, and conflicts can pose a significant threat to
physical cultural heritage. However, digitized copies can serve as backups, en-
suring that even if the originals are damaged or destroyed, the digital versions
remain intact. This supports disaster recovery, restoration and conservation ef-
forts and mitigates the potential loss of irreplaceable cultural assets. Detailed
documentation of cultural artifacts can be used to analyze the state of the object,
plan conservation strategies, and monitor changes in condition over time. Digital
copies also serve as references for comparative analysis during restoration pro-
cesses.

Digitization allows wider access to cultural heritage materials, breaking
down geographical barriers and enabling people around the world to explore and
study cultural artifacts. This promotes inclusivity, education, and research op-
portunities for scholars, students, and the general public. Digital platforms and
online repositories provide a space for institutions and individuals to collaborate
and share their cultural heritage collections. Artworks, historical artifacts, and
archaeological discoveries are being digitized to provide virtual exhibitions7,
immersive experiences®, and enhanced research possibilities’. This facilitates

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Institutions responsible for the process of digitizing cultural heritage are
required to take applicable steps'?. Initially, they should clearly identify the
goals, scope, and priorities of the digitization project'>. The factors determining
the choice which materials to digitize may be historical significance, research
value, condition, and copyright considerations. Project timelines, budgets, and
resource allocation are also determined during this phase. After proper selection
materials should be inspected and cleaned according to conservation standards
to minimize any potential damage during the preparation stage. Then, selected
materials are captured in digital form. This can involve various techniques de-
pending on the nature of the item.

For 2D materials such as documents, photographs, or artworks, scanning
or high-resolution photography is commonly used.

For 3D objects, specialized 3D scanning techniques may be employed to
capture the shape, texture, and details of the item. It is essential to properly or-
ganize and describe newly created digital assets. Metadata provides context, aids
searchability, and helps researchers and users discover and understand the digit-
ized materials. Digitalized files need to be reviewed and respectively corrected
to ensure accuracy, clarity, and fidelity to the original materials. They should be
stored in secure and reliable storage systems to ensure the long-term accessibil-
ity and integrity of the digital assets. Once digitized and stored, the digital assets
are made accessible to users through online platforms or digital repositories. Us-
er-friendly interfaces and search functionalities are developed to enable easy
navigation, browsing, and retrieval of digitized materials.

When making digitized cultural heritage available online institution
should obtain necessary permissions, implementing appropriate rights manage-
ment strategies, or adhering to open access policies to ensure compliance and
responsible sharing of the digital assets'*. To raise awareness about the digitized
cultural heritage institution may involve publicizing the availability of the digital
collection, organizing virtual exhibitions or educational programs, and collabo-
rating with researchers, educators, and the broader community to foster engage-
ment and utilization of the digitized materials.

Conservation Doctrine

For a long time, the conservation doctrine has been emphasizing the in-
ventory of cultural heritage objects through the use of the latest technologies.
Already the Athens Charter for the Restoration of Historic Monuments, 1931
postulates that “each country, or the institutions created or recognised competent
for this purpose, publish an inventory of ancient monuments, with photographs
and explanatory notes”!®. Furthermore, the Charter of Krakow: Principles for
Conservation and Restoration of Built Heritage, adopted in 2000, builds upon
the principles of the Athens Charter and expands on the interdisciplinary ap-
proach during the inventory of a monument. Article 3 of the Charter of Krakow
emphasizes the importance of employing the latest technologies and having
properly educated personnel for the inventory process.

The conservation of built heritage is implemented by the project of resto-
ration, including the strategy to conserve in the long term. This "restoration pro-
ject should be based on a range of appropriate technical options and prepared in
a cognitive process of gathering knowledge and understanding of the building or
site. This may include traditional and subsequent new materials, structural inves-
tigations, graphical and dimensional analysis, and the identification of historical,
artistic, and socio-cultural significance. All pertinent disciplines have to partici-

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pate in the restoration project and the co-ordination should be carried out by a
person qualified and well trained in conservation and restoration'®.

The conservation doctrine acknowledges the significance of inventories
and the use of modern technologies to document and preserve cultural heritage.
By incorporating the latest technologies and employing well-trained profession-
als, the inventory process becomes more efficient, accurate, and accessible. Dig-
ital inventories enable easier data management, facilitate research and analysis,
and support informed decision-making for the conservation and management of
cultural heritage sites.

European Union

The European Union (EU) recognizes the importance of digitalization in
preserving and promoting cultural heritage and has implemented various initia-
tives and policies throughout the years.

“Europeana”!” is a flagship initiative of the EU aimed at providing online
access to Europe's cultural heritage (Fig. 5). It is a digital platform that aggre-
gates and provides access to digitized content from libraries, museums, archives,
and other cultural institutions across Europe. “Europeana” allows users to ex-
plore and discover a wide range of cultural artifacts, including books, artworks,
photographs, and audiovisual materials. Their mission is to “develop expertise,
tools, and policies to embrace digital change and encourage partnerships that
foster innovation, (...) make it easier for people to use cultural heritage for edu-
cation, research, creation, and recreation. Our work contributes to an open,
knowledgeable, and creative society™!®,

Project aggregates digital content from a wide range of institutions, in-
cluding libraries, museums, archives, and audiovisual collections in EU member
states. It encourages collaboration among institutions, enabling them to contrib-
ute their digitized content, share best practices, and collaborate on research and
projects related to cultural heritage digitization. It supports the development of
technologies and tools for digitization, metadata standards, data interoperability,
and digital preservation.

“Europeana” offers a user-friendly, multilingual online portal where indi-
viduals can explore and discover digitized cultural heritage resources. It pro-
vides tools and APIs that enable researchers and developers to explore and uti-
lize the vast collection of digitized materials. Presented on project’s page educa-
tional resources, including lesson plans, learning activities and online exhibi-
tions supports teachers and students in using cultural heritage in their education-
al settings. Therefore, “Europeana” focuses on ensuring copyright compliance
and promoting open access to cultural heritage materials. Project also encour-

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ages institutions to provide open access to public domain materials and to adopt
open licensing for digital resources.

The “Europeana” project 1s an essential initiative for preserving, sharing,
and promoting paneuropean cultural heritage in the digital age. By providing
online access to digitized materials from diverse cultural institutions, “Euro-
peana” enables people to explore, learn and engage with Europe's rich cultural
heritage.

The European Union's research and innovation funding program for the
period 2014-2020, called “Horizon 2020” (Fig. 6) was one of the largest re-
search and innovation programs globally, with a budget of nearly €80 billion'’.

The main objective of program was to support and promote scientific ex-
cellence and innovation in Europe. It aimed to tackle societal challenges, stimu-
late economic growth, and strengthen Europe's global competitiveness through
research and innovation projects. “Horizon 2020 focused on addressing major
societal challenges and finding innovative solutions to them through supporting
fundamental collaborative research and fostered scientific excellence that aimed
to translate scientific discoveries into marketable products and services. In fund-
ing and support mechanisms program prioritized the involvement of small and
medium-sized enterprises (SMEs). Program reduced administrative burdens and
facilitated efficient project implementation to aimed to build strategic partner-
ships with non-EU countries and address global challenges through joint re-
search and innovation efforts.

While “Horizon 2020 did not have a specific focus on cultural heritage
digitization, it did support projects related to digital technologies, digital human-

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ities, and the preservation, documentation, and accessibility of cultural heritage.
These projects often fell under the broader scope of “Horizon 2020's” societal
challenges or research areas, such as digital innovation, heritage preservation, or
social and cultural transformations.

Program was concluded in 2020, and its successor, “Horizon Europe”, be-
gan in 2021 and covers the period to 2027. “Horizon Europe” continues to sup-
port research and innovation activities, including those related to cultural herit-
age, with an increased budget of approximately €95.5 billion?°.

Digitization of Polish cultural heritage

The digitization of Polish cultural heritage involves efforts to preserve,
document, and make accessible the diverse cultural assets of Poland through
digital means. Polish museums and cultural institutions are digitizing their col-
lections of artworks, historical artifacts, archaeological findings, and cultural
objects since 1990s “in order to meet the social need to create and use digital
collections™!. The Ministry of Culture and National Heritage (MKiDN)??, along
with other cultural institutions, supports initiatives that aim to digitize and pre-
serve Polish cultural heritage. Collaboration with European initiatives, such as
“Europeana”, also contributes to the digitization and accessibility of Polish cul-
tural resources.

Central institution responsible for digitizing and providing access to his-
torical records, documents, photographs, maps, and other archival materials is
The National Digital Archives of Poland®®. It serves as a repository of digitized
resources from various regional and national archives across Poland. The Polish
National Library** is actively involved in digitization initiatives to make its ex-
tensive collection of books, manuscripts, periodicals, and other printed materials
available in digital form. Digital libraries, such as the Digital Libraries Federa-
tion* and the National Film Archive — Audiovisual Institute®®, provide access to
digitized resources. These platforms serve as repositories of digitized materials
from various institutions.

The Ministry of Culture and National Heritage in 2006 appointed digitali-
zation team. Tasks of beforementioned team were primarily: developing a uni-
form digitization strategy, uniform requirements for the digitization, sharing

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process and storage of digital materials and integrating activities undertaken by
libraries, museums, and archives in the field of digitization of cultural heritage®’.

The first program aimed at rationalizing the digitization of cultural herit-
age, called “Cultural heritage™”® was established in 2007. One of the priorities of
beforementioned program was “creation of digital resources of cultural heritage”
(priority number 5)*. The tasks listed in of the program regulations® are:

construction and expansion of networks and IT systems;

construction of databases, websites, and portals in the field of culture and
national heritage;

equipment for digitization laboratories;

carrying out research work in the field of creating and sharing digital re-
sources, including development of standards;

creating digital collections;

digitization of library, archival and museum documents.

In 2008, 31 projects proposed 3.090.000 PLN in subsidies from the
MKIiDN for project realization®'.

Another program of the MKiDN regarding digitization, called “Digital re-
sources” was launched in 2010 with 20.000.000 PLN budget*?. Program was
divided into four priorities*: (1) “Digitization library materials”, (2) “Digitiza-
tion of monuments and museum exhibits”, (3) “Digitization of archival materi-
als”, (4) “Digitization of audiovisual materials”. Priority number 2 was provided
with 3.000.000 PLN budget**. The program objectives listed in the regulations
included:

digitization of monuments and museum objects as permanent protection
of heritage resources cultural, in accordance with the principle of sustainable
development;

safe and long-term provision of monuments and museum items in digital
form;

popularization of knowledge about monuments and museum collections in
a digital version;

promoting modern digital methods of documentation of monuments and
museum objects;

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education in the field of digitization of monuments and museum objects
and the principles of storage promotion of digital resources in order to build an
information society;

protection of cultural heritage and increasing the availability of its re-
sources through development of institutional cooperation in the network.

In 2011 the MKiDN launched long-term government program “Culture+”
with priority “Digitalization”. The strategic goal of the program was “to im-
prove access to culture and participation in culture in rural areas and small
towns™¢. Digitalization should “enable access to digital resources of Polish cul-
tural heritage via Internet for the residents of Poland, especially villages and
small towns™’. Program included five operational objectives of the priority: (1)
organizing a network of digitization laboratories, (2) creation of a network of
professional digital repositories enabling proper storage of digitized data har-
vest, (3) making collections available via the Internet, (4) increasing the accessi-
bility of the collections, (5) increasing the number of people using the services
of libraries and community centres™®.

In the 2014 report the Supreme Audit Office (Najwyzsza Izba Kontroli,
NIK) analysed the steps already taken and provided recommendations®. NIK
pointed out, that the MKiDN “when starting the >>Culture+<< program, did not
have full knowledge of the actual needs in the field of digitization”. No attempt
was made to estimate “the number of cultural goods in possession local govern-
ment cultural institutions” and obtaining information about the digitization ac-
tivities carried out within their own scope40. NIK emphasised that “at the cur-
rent pace of work [2014] it is impossible to complete digitization of collections
by 2020, i.e., the deadline adopted by the MKiDN before adoption of the “Cul-
ture+*!. The negative assessment concerns the lack of effective legislative ac-
tions to prepare a draft act on the national audiovisual resource. Legal re-
strictions which are limiting or preventing collecting and sharing digitized re-
sources on the Internet must be abolished*.

An analysis of some of the activities undertaken by the MKiDN to digitize
cultural heritage shows that it is a long-term and expensive process. It is difficult
to estimate its cost and the completion of all activities. Despite this, digitization
plays a major role in documenting and recording Polish cultural heritage sites,
including historic buildings, archaeological sites, and natural landscapes. Digital

records aid in preservation, research, and educational initiatives [see figure 7
and 8]. Moreover, the digitized objects clearly constitute a list of Poland's cul-
tural heritage. It allows the use of the most appropriate form of protection for a
given facility and a collective analysis of the needs of a specific group of facili-
ties. It may constitute the basis for control over the activities of the administrator
of a given object and over the place of its storage, which may prevent the illegal
given object.

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Conclusion

In conclusion, digitization of cultural heritage plays a crucial role in the
protection and preservation of our shared cultural treasures.

The digitization of cultural
heritage aligns with conservation ethics, such as the principles outlined in the
Athens Charter and other conservation doctrines. It emphasizes the importance
of preserving the original material while making cultural heritage more accessi-
ble for research, education, and enjoyment.

Digitized cultural heritage allows wider access to diverse audiences, re-
gardless of geographic location or physical limitations. It promotes inclusivity,
cultural diplomacy, and tourism. Enabling virtual visits, online exhibitions, and
educational resources are engaging people who may not have the opportunity to
experience physical artifacts directly. These actions are showcasing the richness
and diversity of heritage across borders, supporting cultural exchange, enhances
cross-cultural understanding and contributing to the economic development of
regions through increased tourism.

High-resolution imaging, 3D scanning, VR technology, and other tech-
niques capture intricate details, providing valuable data for scholarly study,
analysis, and conservation efforts. Technological advancements continue to en-
hance the digitization process, making it more efficient and accurate. Tech-
niques like artificial intelligence (Al), machine learning, and big data analysis
provide new opportunities for automated digitization, data management and in-
terpretation of cultural heritage. Digital platforms and online repositories en-
courage collaboration and knowledge exchange among cultural heritage profes-
sionals, researchers, and communities. They facilitate the sharing of infor-
mation, expertise, and best practices, leading to improved conservation tech-
niques and a deeper understanding of cultural heritage.

Digitization empowers cultural heritage institutions to protect, preserve,
and promote our diverse heritage. It ensures the longevity of cultural artifacts,
enhances accessibility, fosters research and collaboration, and contributes to the
cultural and economic vitality of societies. Embracing digital technologies is
crucial in safeguarding cultural heritage for future generations and fostering a
global appreciation of our shared human history.

DIGITALIZATION OF MONITORING AND CONTROL
IN THE FIELD OF HEALTH CARE AT THE LOCAL LEVEL

The purpose of the study is to determine the role and capabilities of digital tech-
nologies to ensure monitoring and control in the field of health care at the local
level.

Current legal acts define the duty of local self-government bodies to provide
medical services to the population, at the same time, thanks to the decentraliza-
tion of power, resources and financial support have been decentralized, and lo-
cal communities have been entrusted with a number of powers and opportunities
in the field of health care. We understand that in modern conditions local self-
government bodies have not only new duties, but also new opportunities.
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Since 2011, the Vinnytsia urban territorial community has had practical experi-
ence in the use of digital technologies in the field of health care at the local lev-
el. The possibilities of digital technologies in the field of community health care
allow uniting medical institutions in the territory of the community to create a
single medical information space of the community.

The obtained results indicate that the digitization of the health care system at
the local level makes it possible to simplify the conduct of medical practice, ef-
fectively use and plan resource provision, control the process and ensure the
management of the result, improves the population's access to services, forms a
qualitatively new list of necessary data for management: forecasting, planning,
monitoring and quality control of the provision of medical care, tracking gaps in
its provision, making balanced management decisions.

The experience of using monitoring and control of the health care system by lo-
cal self-government bodies using digital technologies confirmed the effective-
ness of the proposed monitoring and control system both under normal condi-
tions and under new challenges and problems: the COVID-19 pandemic and
military aggression against Ukraine.

SUSTAINABLE PARTICIPATORY BUDGETING:
A CASE OF BALTIC PORT CITIES

Keywords: sustainability, participatory budget, Baltic port cities

MacLennan (2022) reminds us of the many global risk factors that have
increased over the last few years: societal risks, social cohesion, livelihood cri-
ses, the deterioration of mental health, etc. Societal and environmental risks are
a major concern, despite the fact that on 25 September 2015, the United Nations
issued a sustainable development resolution adopting the 2030 Agenda for Sus-
tainable Development.

The European Union works continuously in international cooperation for
sustainability, peace, the rule of law, human rights and the rules-based interna-
tional order (European Commission, Directorate..., 2019). EU countries are
steadily implementing the 2030 Agenda and invest in sustainable development.
However, different regions and cities face different sustainability challenges.
Zeng, Yu, Yang et al. (2022) for instance, states that the cities in emerging
economies experience rapid urbanization, which is characterized by poor plan-
ning, weak institutional systems and insufficient essential urban public services.
The innability to provide basic services therefore leads to socio-economic vul-
nerability of the city.

Considering unequal democracy level and different economic level the
cities try to find their unique attitude and ways for problem solutions. For in-
stance, Bailey, Solomon (2004) and Fenton (2017) analyze issues of port cities
and highlight the negative adverse impacts of seaport development on the city
environment and its residents, such as increase in noise levels, deterioration of
air quality, loss of biodiversity, increase in water pollution levels, negative im-
pacts on public health and safety, etc. The complex of economic, social and en-
vironmental goals for sustainable development thus, are becoming a major chal-
lenge for both port authorities and port city’s residents, and require mobilization
for joint decision-making by governments, stakeholders and citizens alike.

Budge (2020) and Cabannes (2021a) propose participatory budgeting
(PB) as a useful innovation useful innovation that allows the public to partici-
pate meaningfully and effectively in sustainable development issues. According
to Dvorak, Burksiene, Duda, Obrikiene, and Narbutiene (2020), PB is a demo-
cratic process in which citizens participate in the designing and decision-making
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of the municipality's local budget. Wampler, McNulty, and Touchton (2017) be-
lieve that the PB initiative strengthens civil society by expanding the range of
civil society's activities and by promoting new forms of partnerships with gov-
ernments. PB also increases transparency by empowering citizens with more
information and knowledge about public affairs and enabling the monitoring of
government activities. In other words, PB can improve the quality of governance
and increase the accountability of the public sector in responding to sustainabil-
ity issues.

However, Budge and Hall (2019) note that citizens are often indifferent to
sustainability issues, believing that they have no ability to have a real impact on
the seemingly intractable challenges of sustainable development. In line with
this view, PB, whose main idea is to strengthen democracy and citizen participa-
tion, can be perceived as unpopular in young democratic Baltic cities, assuming
that port city residents do not believe in their own power to tackle climate
change arising from port activities and do not propose PB projects that could
change the current situation to more sustainable one.

Therefore, this study aims to analyze the relationship of PB projects in the
three Baltic port cities (Klaipeda, Lithuania, Riga, Latvia and Tallinn, Estonia)
to the goals of sustainable development in general and to the reduction of the
negative impacts of port activities in particular.

A qualitative document analysis approach was used to investigate and as-
sess the expression of sustainability principles in the participatory budgets of
Baltic port cities. The qualitative content analysis helped to identify thematic
categories that allow a systematic assessment of the phenomenon under study.
The document analysis method was used to search for sustainability dimensions
in the Baltic participatory budget projects. The research criteria were based on
the basic model of sustainable development (triple bottom line) and the 17 Sus-
tainable Development Goals. The results were interpreted in the context of city-
port interactions using subjective content analysis.

Research context

It is worth mentioning that participatory budgeting emerged in the world
more than three decades ago, and only came to Europe at the end of the first
decade of the second millennium, so it is a relatively new field for Europeans,
and even more so for the Baltic port cities’ societies. Hence, the choice of the
port cities was driven by a common scientific problem: ports make impact not
only on nature, but also on the surrounding port city and the people living there.

Klaipeda is the third largest city of Lithuania. Riga and Tallinn are both
port cities and state capitals (see Fig. 1).

The history of PB in the Baltic states is quite short: the first PB project
was implemented in Estonia in 2013, in Lithuania — in 2018 and in Latvia — in
2019.

In 2019, Riga Municipality held its first ever participatory budget compe-
tition and citizens' vote. During the first three years of the call, 36 projects were
submitted for implementation. Of these, 9 projects have been fully implemented
and 27 are currently in various stages of implementation.

In 2021, Klaipéda launched the first ever Citizens' Initiative. In the first
year, 3 projects were selected from a shortlist of 17 ideas. In 2022, 31 proposals
were submitted by Klaipeda residents, 14 were selected for voting and 3 were
chosen for implementation. The municipality does not officially provide precise
information on the progress and completion of the projects.

In 2020, the PB idea in Tallinn was announced and launched; 16 projects
were selected for implementation in the 2020-2021 and 2021-2022 periods. No
more official information on the progress of the projects was found.

Participatory budgeting in the context of sustainability

Nowadays, public participation goes beyond voting in elections or being a
member of a political party; it involves more direct forms, such as a co-decision
procedure or joint implementation of public tasks (Le$niewska-Napierata and
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Napierata, 2020). Public participation is also defined as an integral part of sus-
tainable development, arguing that sustainability cannot be reached without hu-
man involvement.

PB is associated with the promotion of participatory democracy
(Cabannes, 2004), deliberative democracy (Volodyn, 2019; Birskyte, 2013) and
direct or e-democracy (Peixoto, 2008). Indeed, it is not so much about the form
of democracy that participatory budgeting benefits, but the advantages of partic-
ipatory budgeting itself, because PB enables citizens to participate directly in the
decision-making process (Manes-Rossi, Brusca, Orelli, Lorson, & Haustein,
2021). The PB initiative means addressing the problems of democracy, such as
issues of inclusion, low political participation and apoliticality. According to
Drobiazgiewicz (2019), PB is considered as an indicator of good governance in
a sustainability-oriented city. If to remind, sustainability idea is based on the
framework of three dimensions (so called triple bottom line, see Fig. 2) which
was identified in the report “Our Common Future” by the United Nations World
Commission on Environment and Development in 1987.

Barmelgy and Rasheed (2016) stress that climate change is no longer just
an environmental or scientific issue, but is becoming a sustainable development
challenge that requires urgent, dynamic policy and technical responses at re-
gional, national and local levels. Local government actions and responses have
an impact on sustainable development, ensuring the integrity of all ecosystems
and protection of biodiversity.

Despite a similar primary idea, the procedural implementation of PB var-
ies from one country to another. PB is therefore applied very differently depend-
ing on location, conditions and contexts. As Krenjova and Raudla (2013) argue,
there is no one-size-fits-all PB model. Despite that the models are uniquely de-
pendent on the politics of the locality (Dvorak, Burksiene, et al. (2020), they
nevertheless, offer clear guidelines for those who want to practice democratized
participatory governance (Cabannes and Lipietz, 2015).
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Also, it is important to perceive that the contribution of PB to democracy
needs to be seen in the context of its civic education function and the empower-
ment of actors in the process (Cabannes and Lipietz, 2017). First, participatory
budgeting strengthens democracy: it creates a channel through which citizens
can express their priorities, and it increases the credibility of government and the
trust of citizens. Second, it increases transparency in fiscal policy and in the
management of public spending, reducing the scope for clientelism, elite capture
and corruption. Third, social learning is promoted. By participating in the budget
process, participants gain knowledge about budget policy and the position of the
community in the budgeting process. Fourth, the participatory allocation of pub-
lic money helps to distribute resources more efficiently and promotes social jus-
tice. Fifth, PB helps to build stronger communities (Birskyte, 2013).

To be honest, however, research papers go beyond the advantages of PB
budgeting, researchers also highlight the negative aspects of this initiative (see
Table 1).

According to Meira Costa (2018), participation in building a better world
would reinforce the search for consensus through legitimate interactions be-
tween local populations and local authorities. Bednarska-Olejniczak and
Olejniczak (2018) point out that PB requires an active involvement of citizens,
which is directly influenced by the level of democracy power. Thus, in young
democracies, citizen engagement may be weak, due to the challenges that limit
democratic development in these countries (i.e., transparency, trust in govern-
ment, governance capacity, etc.). However, the negative aspects of PB are due to
specific experiences and certain unique situations, rather than the general weak-
nesses of PB as an initiative.
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Thus, the overall benefits of participatory budgeting outweigh the poten-
tial local disadvantages. This suggests that each municipality, if properly pre-
pared, could eliminate the downsides and effectively implement a PB initiative
in the municipality's territory (Cabannes, 2021b).

Research results

The PB projects were searched on the websites of the municipalities con-
cerned:

Klaipeda — https://dalyvauk.klaipeda.lt/;

Riga — https://www.riga.lv/lv/lidzdalibas-projekti;

Tallinn — https://www tallinn.ee/et/kaasaveelarve.

The implementation principle of the PB process, as captured in the docu-
ments analyzed, defines PB projects as initiatives in which citizens can partici-
pate directly and decide on the allocation of resources to fund projects that are
most relevant to them.

All the projects studied were evaluated using a triple bottom line model
(see Fig.2) to show their relationship to sustainability aspects. The social dimen-
sion was found to be 100% predominant in all projects. It can therefore be con-
cluded that public welfare and social issues are the priority areas where citizens
see the greatest problems when applying and voting for projects.

It 1s worth mentioning that there are no projects overwhelming all three
SD dimensions at a time, but some of them (the very minority, however) over-

whelm either social and environmental or social and economic dimensions (see
Fig. 3).

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All projects then were compared in the context of the 17 SD goals (see
Fig. 4). We found that no one PB project is related to the SDGs #1, 2, 5, 7, 9, 14,
16 and 17%.

The results revealed that most PB projects in general are addressed to so-
cial issues. The greatest number of PB projects in all cities tries to achieve these
social goals: SDG #3 (Good health and welfare), SDG #10 (Reduced inequali-
ties), SDG #11 (Sustainable cities and communities). The environmental goals
(SDG#13 — Action on Climate Change and SDG#15 — Living on Land) are giv-
en less attention, while the economic goals are given particularly little (SDG#8 —
Decent work and economic growth) or even no attention.

In general, all the port city projects analysed pursue sustainable develop-
ment objectives, but given the challenges posed by port activities to the city and
its inhabitants, it is evident that the participatory budget projects analysed are
not port-related and do not give priority to addressing port-related issues.

Discussion

Compliance with the principal provisions of the SD could help to ensure a
better quality of life for the inhabitants of port cities in the vicinity of ports,
while at the same time introducing a number of restrictions designed to reduce
the damage caused by ports. Oniszczuk-Jastrzabek, Pawlowska, Czermanski

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(2018), Wagner (2019) stress that cooperation between city and port authorities,
involving different interest groups, is a key to sustainability in a port city.

Several examples can prove the benefit of interrelation between the city
and the port. For instance, the HafenCity project was implemented in Hamburg,
which had a vision to facilitate the inclusive creation of a "port city" by redevel-
oping the waterfront. The project started a transit-oriented development of the
area by creating high quality infrastructure: metro and bus stations, cycle and
pedestrian paths. New energy solutions based on the provision of heating from a
range of renewable sources: solar, biogas and industrial waste were proposed
and sustainability of buildings was ensured. As a result, the HafenCity area is
now a combination of buildings, infrastructure and services, an available space
with mixed uses (Eleftheriou, Knieling, 2017).

Tomasso (2023) presented the Port of Rotterdam project analyzed. The
port authority has committed itself to climate neutrality in the context of urban
innovation and experimentation, assuming its role as the city's main energy ac-
tor. It aims to become an 'international hydrogen supply hub' - producing, im-
porting, using and transporting hydrogen to other countries in North-West Eu-
rope. At the same time, the port has launched the PORTHOS project: "Port of
Rotterdam CO, Transport Hub and Marine Water Storage" to reduce CO2 emis-
sions into the air.

The above examples show that port city development strategies should in-
clude reciprocal relationships and joint actions between the city and the port.
Given the diversity of processes in ports and the potential for very high energy
consumption and the discharge of large quantities of heterogeneous pollutants
(solid waste, liquid waste and airborne pollutants), there is a strong need for a
knowledge-based system to manage port environmental issues. Investments in
research and development are usually associated with new technologies, but the
innovation process can also involve a discounted process of small improvements
that can bring benefits to business processes or society at large (Kura, Dunn,
Iyer, & Bourbour Ajdari, 2014).

We argue that port cities could initiate PB projects (even as small im-
provements) that invest in the necessary research and knowledge-based systems
to ensure the sustainable development of cities and ports. This requires political
understanding and a willingness to draw up PB regulations that encourage pro-
jects that address the problems posed by ports.

Conclusions

Participatory budgeting projects are an important initiative to ensure that
citizens are actively involved in local public affairs. However, an examination of
the participatory budget projects of Baltic port cities showed that while these
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projects can be implemented in port cities, they often do not address the im-
portant problems posed by ports, such as infrastructure deficiencies, the effects
of pollution caused by excessive maritime traffic, or difficulties in managing
port areas.

Citizens are indifferent to climate issues or do not believe that they can
make impact on the decisions related to sustainable port city development and
therefore prioritize social projects.

In the respected port cities, the PB projects mainly address only social is-
sues. They are designed to address local rather than structural problems, and
thus cannot ensure the long-term development and sustainability of port cities.

Political actions are necessary to make changes in the PB rule of law and
procedures. Politicians and public authorities should take port related problems
into account and to adopt solutions that address these problems for the well-
being of citizens.

GOOD GOVERNANCE INSTITUTIONS
IN POLISH LOCAL GOVERNMENT

1. The institution of the state and local government units is traditionally based
on the classic concept of a public-law association, where the personal substrate
i.e. the community (state and respectively local government) plays the main role.
2. The requirements of participatory and deliberative administration based on
the concept of civil society indicate that a self-governing community as a socio-
logical phenomenon cannot be perceived only as a component of a public law
association (a formalized commune).

3. The definition of a public-law association, even though it subjects the self-
government community, somehow consumes it and neutralizes it, making the
impression that the very existence of the commune and the activities of its bodies
optimally satisfy all the residents’ needs.

4. Currently, a self-government community should be perceived not only as the
one functioning within the system of a public-law association (in the commune's
system) but also as functioning outside the commune's system (outside the pub-
lic-law association).

5. Presently, there appear more and more legal institutions enabling the resi-
dents the return communication with the commune authorities as well as their
cooperation and participation in the performance of their public tasks. These
institutions being instruments of good governance can be divided into two
groups. The first one unites such forms of residents' activity as local initiative,
consultations and participatory budget, report on the state of local government
units and participation in the public debate on this report, citizens' local legisla-
tive initiative, the right to petition, the right of access to public information. The
second one are comprised by certain organizational structures, which — and that
is to be important — are operating outside the commune system and aimed at
launching the activity of the commune residents and other people residing in the
area. These are the social integration centra, social integration clubs, carrying
out professional and social reintegration, Local Action Groups (LAGs) ensuring
the community-led local development.

CITY DIPLOMACY IN CONDITIONS
OF DEEPENING INTEGRATION PROCESSES

The purpose of the publication is to determine the main approaches and context
for the development of city diplomacy in Ukraine in the context of deepening
integration processes.

A brief overview of the general context of the evolution of diplomacy as a pro-
fessional activity allows us to conclude that with the development of technology
and the emergence of the Internet and social media, the number of involved gov-
ernment and non-government actors in diplomatic relations increases, which
allows us to assert the formation and development of public diplomacy (citizen
diplomacy, city-to- city diplomacy, people diplomacy) with a focus on public
needs in strategic communication.

The main stages of the development of the city’s diplomacy have been studied:
from ancient times to the adoption of the Peace of Westphalia as the first at-
tempt at modern international diplomacy, the codification of the international
code of laws — the basis for international communities, acute phases of interna-
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tional conflicts — the problems of war as the first global challenges, the solution
of which involved cities.

The modern stage of the development of city diplomacy is analyzed in the con-
text of theory and practice. The role of City Public Diplomacy is explored
through the analysis of combating global problems, achieving the goals of sus-
tainable development, which strengthens the subjectivity of the city as an actor
of international relations.

It is grounded that among the initiatives of the city’s diplomacy network, the fol-
lowing can be distinguished: economic; migratory, regarding the prevention of
pandemics and infectious diseases; security, digital and smart, inclusive cities.
The priority directions of cooperation of modern cities are peacebuilding, post-
conflict restoration of territories affected by military actions, cross-cultural
communication, city diplomacy is rapidly gaining institutional and legal recog-
nition by states and international organizations in various geopolitical contexts.
Cases of successful practices are given.

SELECTED MODELS FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE TASK
IN THE FIELD OF PROVIDING MUNICIPAL AND SOCIAL HOUSING
IN EUROPEAN COUNTRIES

The main goal of this paper is to show the selected models for the implementa-
tion of the task in the field of providing municipal and social housing in Europe-
an countries. Two main models can be distinguished. In the first model, local
governments treat the task of providing social and communal housing as mar-
ginal. In the second model, they play a significant role, being the owners of most
of the premises located in the urban space. The article will attempt to compare
these models and indicate their advantages and disadvantages.

Keywords: social housing, municipal housing, communal housing, local gov-
ernment.

The enemy's actions during armed conflict often focus on destroying in-
frastructure, including housing stock. Thus, in the opinion of the broadly under-
stood state, including local governments, it becomes necessary to rebuild flats
and provide residents with a roof over their heads. In Europe, this was the case
after World War II, when, for example, Warsaw and Berlin were largely razed to
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the ground. In the case of the Polish People's Republic and the German Demo-
cratic Republic, the reconstruction took place under the socialist system. This
involved a lack of attachment to private property. It should be emphasized that
70 % of the inhabitants of the European Union live in an owner-occupied flat
[1].

Ownership model. Poland — selected regulations

Based on the example of Poland, for years in the period of the Polish Peo-
ple's Republic apartments have been built, for example, as part of cooperatives.
During this period, local governments did not have any property. There was only
state property. Under the Cooperatives Act of 1961 [2], construction was mainly
based on housing and housing cooperatives. According to Art. 134 § 1, the ob-
ject of activity of a housing cooperative was to meet the housing needs of its
members and their other economic and cultural needs resulting from living in a
common housing estate or in one building. The buildings were the property of
the cooperative, and the members of the cooperative had the right to use the
premises assigned to them. The cooperative member's obligation was to pay the
housing contribution and then the fees specified in the statute. In terms of mod-
el, this system was constructed very well, but in practice, obtaining a place to
live in this system was difficult, lengthy and often required taking extra-legal
steps, such as bribes. With the change of the political system in the 1990s, a de-
parture from the cooperative ownership right began [3].

Currently, another category of housing are communal and social housing.
The difference between these types of housing is the subjective conditions nec-
essary to be met in order to obtain the right to them. Social housing is created
for the poor. They are to ensure the right to housing in difficult situations, for
the sick and those with children. The right to social housing is also granted in
the event of eviction, subject to certain conditions [4]. Buying the ownership of
such a flat is not possible. A communal flat, on the other hand, is also a flat that
belongs to a local government — a city or a commune. Usually, public housing is
used by people who, due to low income, are not able to buy a flat on credit. The
difference is the amount of rent and the length of the lease agreement.

Already in the interwar period in Poland there were voices about the need
to develop public housing [5]. Currently, one of the commune's own tasks is the
development of communal residential construction [Article 7 sec. 1 point 7-6;
Articles 4 sec. 1-4]. It is implemented in different ways. In Poland, apartments
are often included in the real estate stock and are rented at preferential rates.
Commune budgetary units — premises management boards — are created to man-
age this resource .

In general, access to public housing is conditioned by submitting an appli-
cation. The application is assessed in terms of meeting the conditions. Then the
qualified person must wait in line for the premises to become vacant. Another
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way is to participate in programs implemented by Social Housing Associations,
that have public housing in their resources. Their activity is regulated by the Act
of 26 October 1995 on social forms of housing development [7]. Participation in
these programs, however, requires a high own contribution - in Warsaw it is, for
example, 30 % [8]. On December 31, 2022, about 600.000 lease agreements for
municipal premises were in force in Poland [9, Exactly 613500]. Communal
flats in Poland are often built in the wrong location. They are also not main-
tained in good technical condition.

Currently in Poland, many programs are being implemented to enable the
purchase of a flat through the so-called loans for young people, co-financing for
own contribution. However, the aid is focused on the acquisition of flats to own.

Communal model. Vienna

The use of public housing in Vienna is extremely developed and the per-
centage of people who do not own their own housing is constantly increasing.
One might think that this may indicate the impoverishment of society. However,
such a high percentage is mainly due to the quality of communal housing. In
2022, in Austria, 48,6 % of citizens lived in rented apartments [1]. One in four
Viennese citizens lives in municipal housing [10]. The public housing program
began in 1919 [11] and in 1934 one in ten citizens lives in municipal housing
[10].

The Austrian regulation is based on a number of key national laws like
for example the Limited-Profit Housing Act, though delivery is a regional re-
sponsibility. The legislative framework sets out the role and rent-setting proce-
dures of social housing providers [12].

In Vienna, the program is currently managed by the municipal company
Wiener Wohnen. The company is involved in both concluding contracts with
tenants and current repairs. Since 2015, it has started building apartments again
due to the increase in the number of residents and housing needs. Wiener
Wohnen currently owns approximately 220,000 apartments [10].

The rent depends on the property of the landlord and the standard of the
apartment. On average, the rent for example for two living rooms is at least 470
euros [13]. Wiener Wohnen's activities are not profit-oriented. In certain situa-
tions, these enterprises sell some of the apartments they have built, for example
after 10 years occupancy, most often to existing tenants whose financial situa-
tion has improved. The premises offered as part of municipal housing are locat-
ed in well-designed housing estates surrounded by greenery. They are constantly
being renovated. Residents can also rent a parking space, sports fields, play-
grounds and laundries have been built.

Similarly, the issue of housing is regulated, for example, in the countries
of Scandinavia, Amsterdam and Berlin.
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Conclusions

It must be remember, that one of the basic human needs is to have a
home — its role can be both a flat and a real home. In Poland it is common be-
lieved, that only buying your own home, will make you an adult. Due to the cost
of the buying a flat, young people have to put aside money for the private con-
tribution for years. Then they sign a loan agreement for 20 or 30 years, stressing
every month whether they will be able to afford the mortgage payment. Such a
situation is not conducive to starting families and stability. It seems that widely
developed communal housing has many advantages. This allows to easily and
inexpensively provide the need for housing. However, the efficient functioning
of this model requires full trust in the state. Residents must be sure that when
they fulfill the provisions of the lease agreement, local government units will not
terminate it. As the example of Vienna shows, a well-functioning public housing
system can lead to a very comfortable city. For this reason, I believe that the im-
plementation of extensive municipal housing can improve the quality of life and
improve the spatial development of the city and greater architectural cohesion.

HISTORIC GARDENS MANAGING DURING AN ARMED CONFLICT
WITH PLANNING FOR A PEACEFUL FUTURE

Keywords: historic gardens, cultural heritage, managing of cultural heritage
during armed conflict, protection of cultural heritage during an armed conflict,
managing of cultural heritage during peacetime.

Historic gardens recognized as a cultural heritage are a monument’s, un-
like any other. Parks, gardens and other forms of designed greenery are true liv-
ing heritage. What it’s necessarily for the composition of historic gardens, it’s
their natural change with the seasons as philosophical cycles of dying and being
reborn again. Historic gardens often create a space in composition with a histor-
ical building as a castle, palace or other kind of historic mansion. This kind of
composition makes a natural frame’s for the beauty and monumental of the his-
toric residences.

The preservation of historical gardens is an important issue for the cur-
rently and future identity of the local community and the nation as well. The his-
toric garden is a manifestation of bygone times. The era in which it was created
and the knowledge about the art of creation and maintenance of “green herit-
age”.

Historic gardens as monuments, even in peacetime, are often marginal-
ized. In the social perception, it's mostly focused on the importance of historic
buildings located inside a historic garden’s. Throughout the history, of armed
conflicts with focused on devastation of cultural heritage, historic gardens
wasn’t directly a military purpose. Optic of destruction was focused mostly on
historic buildings located inside historic greenery. Historic gardens could be a
field of armed clashes, but usually they themselves were not completely de-
stroyed. Small landscape architecture, such as gazebos, bridges and sculptures,
mostly was devastated by gunfire. On the other hand, plants such as trees and
shrubs or the spatial arrangement of roads and park alleys were usually de-
stroyed but not completely lost. In the worst case, a historic building such as
palaces or castles was blurred, but its designed surroundings, such as a historic
garden, kept the memory of a place for future population.

The crucial question that we should answer for, is: are we able to effec-
tively protect historic gardens during an armed conflict? The Hague Convention
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indicates in article 10, that during an armed conflict, cultural property under
special protection shall be marked with the distinctive emblem described in Ar-
ticle 16 (Convention for the Protection of Cultural Property in the Event of
Armed Conflict), and shall be open to international control as provided for the
Regulations for the execution of the Convention. Such a distinctive emblem was
proposed by Jan Zachwatowicz during The Hague Conference, now days know
as a Blue Shield. Parties to the Convention, during an armed conflict, should
respect international protection of cultural property which they are able to easily
recognize during military operations. The information distinctive emblem
should be placed in a visible manner at the entrance to the park complex or on
the rooftop of historic buildings located in the historic garden. Violation of the
provisions of the Convention is treated as an international crime and is subject to
the jurisdiction of the International Criminal Court.

Unfortunately, as the war in Ukraine shows, cultural heritage become vic-
tims of a Russian invasion. Russia's military operations are aimed at plundering
and destroying the historical heritage that belongs to Ukraine's identity as a part
of European culture. The distinctive emblem referred to The Hague Convention,
instead of protecting the monument, may turn out to be a target for a potential
military attack. An armed conflict participant whose aim is focused on destruc-
tion of cultural property and which does not obey the international law, especial
The Hague Convention from 1954, may follow by the distinctive emblem for
more precise destruction of cultural heritage.

Therefore, analyzing the protection of cultural property during an armed
conflict, practical operation should be used in advance to international law to
minimize danger measured to cultural heritage. The current conflict shows that
the placement of distinctive emblems, contributes to devastation of cultural her-
itage — in this situation the distinctive emblems should not be placed for better,
possible protection of cultural heritage. Of course, in such a case, the question of
attributing responsibility for cultural heritage destruction to the party of armed
conflict remains a problematic issue. The party of armed conflict may claim de-
struction of cultural heritage by lack of knowledge caused by lack of distinctive
emblems on the protected object.

Besides, it should be considered, that the participant of armed conflict
should have appropriate knowledge of the area, especial should be possessing of
a cultural heritage register, from the territory of conflicts. As an example - di-
recting attacks, by long-range rockets, will not be preceded by checking in ad-
vance on site that the distinctive emblems were correctly placed on the protected
object. Attacking party should recognize territory by existing registers, even in
the dynamics of an armed conflict. Such an object should be recognized by the
appropriate military leadership, which is obliged by the international law to not
attack a cultural heritage.
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Managing historic gardens during the times of peace involves their con-
stant renewal. A plant material, which is one of the most important elements of
historic gardens, is not permanent as a whole of nature. Depending on the types
of plants, they have certain durability. The preservation of the historic gardens
consists in its constant care and spot replacement of plants that have died over
the years. The key document for the conservation of historic gardens is the
IFLA-ICOMOS International Charter of Historic Gardens from 1981, often
known as the Florence Charter (The Florence Charter). This document gives us
direction which should be followed by a public conservation services and restor-
ers of historic gardens. The Florence Charter shows us the contemporary con-
servation doctrine for historic gardens directly. The Florence Charter completes
the Venice Charter, which i1s an older document, concerns the conservation of
cultural property in general. The Florence Charter should be read together with
the The Venice Charter, then it gives us a full overview of the contemporary
conservation doctrine assumptions.

Managing historic gardens in times of peace is completely different from
managing them in times of an armed conflict. In view of the brutality of the war,
it is impossible to transfer public funds for the full renovation processes of his-
toric gardens. The managing of cultural heritage such as historic gardens during
an armed conflict should be limited to: 1. Preservation, 2. Possibilities of reval-
orization and reconstruction in times of peace. Public conservation services dur-
ing an armed conflict should be focused on protection of the archival documen-
tation of cultural heritage. The historic garden's documentation should not only
be concentrating on past documentation, with is important for renovation. Illus-
trating the contemporary state of preservation of the historic garden is also im-
portant from a renovation point of view and for future potential international
trial against aggressor. It seems important to prepare 3D scans of historic gar-
dens, but also to collect actual satellite photos of the protected area. This kind of
documentation should be made on digital carriers and deposited on secure serv-
ers. Traditional documentation, made on material such as paper or celluloid,
should be relocated to neighboring countries under The Hague Convention pro-
visions and returned after the end of the armed conflict on call of the owner. The
activities of public conservation services should lead to the protection of small
architecture elements that cannot be relocated - such as garden gazebos, foun-
tains or big sculptures. On the other hand, small architecture objects that can be
relocated should be inventoried and transferred to a safe place. In relocation of
objects should be considered to neighboring countries by The Hague Convention
rules. The work that public conservation services should perform during an
armed conflict in relation to historic gardens should only be concentrated on
protection of them against progressive degradation, limited to reaction to emerg-
ing problems. It is difficult to discuss here all the potential problems that may
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threaten the historic garden. As an example, there may be a situation where a
tree has withered in the park; the tree will threaten another valuable tree or park
architecture. Then, cutting down a tree should be taken emergence to protect
another tree or composition element. Another example could be the increased
amount of rainwater that may threaten the structure of the park. In such as situa-
tion, digging ad hoc drainage ditches could also protect the historic gardens. So,
when we are talking about preventive actions - not regular conservation of the
cultural heritage. Problems that may arise during armed conflict against cultural
heritage may also have a social aspect. Trees in historic gardens, during an
armed conflict, can be treated as a fuel for ovens during winter time. In such a
case, remedial steps should also be taken, and the protected area should be iso-
lated as much as it possible during of the armed conflict time. Actions that pub-
lic conservation services should take during an armed conflict towards historic
gardens should boil down to prolonging their state of preservation, the object in
the most original condition until peacetime.

The end of armed conflict brings us to a time of peace. Activities of public
conservation services that should take place in the first years of peace towards
the historic gardens will not differ significantly from those during the war. Dur-
ing the process to rebuild the state, historical gardens will not be a priority. The
first years after the end of the armed conflict should focus on the restitution of
documentation and elements of garden equipment, relocated during the war.
Works carried out in historic gardens should, be aimed at preserving them in the
best condition until their proper conservation is undertaken. In these times, pre-
ventive measures should still be taken that will to prolong their state of preserva-
tion, the historic garden in optimal condition. Public conservation services
should manage basic works, such as deforestation self-seeded plants, controlling
groundwater and rainwater, or cleaning the internal road system - to preserve the
spatial layout of the historic garden as much authentic as possible. Times of
peace and economic stability of country are appropriate for conservation and
reconstruction works of historic gardens. In the first years of peace, public con-
servation services should also take care of the aspect of preserving the cultural
landscape. Most of the historic gardens and all the parks have landscape connec-
tions (Majdecki L., Majdecka-Strzezek A.). The first years of peace, will be time
to rebuild the country. The unbalanced spatial development could easily destroy
all historical landscape. The emergence of uncontrolled buildings in the place of
historical scenery of park complexes may lead to an irreversible loss of the con-
text of the historic gardens, which is very important for its authentic reception.

In the aspect of return of historic gardens to their original state, all con-
servation processes from research, through analyzing material, making project to
realization should be made by the Florence Charter guidelines. Article 15 is fo-
cused on restoration and restitution, which is a key aspect of the post-war period
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for historic gardens (Historic Gardens, The Florence Charter). One of the crucial
problems of restitution of historic gardens is the issue of their restoration after a
war era. The Florence Charter clearly differentiates between the partial destruc-
tion and total loss of historic garden. Armed conflicts can lead to both - com-
plete destruction and loss of part of historic garden — as an example in the area
of destroyed historical building. The Florence Charter in article17 indicates:

“Where a garden has completely disappeared of there exist no more than
conjectural evidence of its successive stages a reconstruction could not be con-
sidered a historic garden” (The Florence Charter).

However, the provisions of the soft law witch Florence Charter is, are too
strict for present times. Destruction of a historic garden which was important for
the nation and which has been completely lost during war - restitution of it
would be important for the history of a nation. As an example, we should call to
mind the restitution issue of cultural heritage important to the Polish nation after
World War II. The reconstruction of the Warsaw Old Town, which was appreci-
ated by the UNESCO World Heritage List as a Historic Center of Warsaw,
seems to be a key example for issues with are analyzing. UNESCO describes:

“During the Warsaw Uprising in August 1944, more than 85% of War-
saw's historic center was destroyed by Nazi troops. After the war, a five-year
reconstruction campaign by its citizens resulted in today's meticulous restoration
of the Old Town, with its churches, palaces and market-place. It is an outstand-
ing example of a near-total reconstruction of a span of history covering the 13th
to the 20th century” (UNESCO Word Heritage List).

The restitution of the historic garden in the Warsaw Old Town area at the
Royal Castle Garden in Warsaw, carried on from 1991 to these times, also
seems to be crucial in this aspect. For the preservation of historic gardens, the
most important issue is to preserve the spatial arrangement (not only physical,
but also plans). All greenery as plants, are constantly replaced over the years.
Therefore, analyzing aspect of managing gardens in times of peace, in justified
cases, complete reconstruction is legitimatized. However, the fact of reconstruc-
tion should be clearly described at the entrance to the historic garden, to not fal-
sify the history and it will carry an additional educational value of the place in
future.

Conclusion

1. Managing of historic gardens during an armed conflict should primarily
involve securing the archival documentation of the historic garden and its oblig-
atory relocation.

2. During an armed conflict, currently, photographic documentation of the
historic garden should be made. 3D scanning or satellite photos may be crucial
for future renovation or even restitution of part of the historic gardens. Docu-
mentation is also important for future international trial against destructor.
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3. Buildings belonging to the historic garden should be secured, and mov-
able elements should be relocated as possible.

4. Works that should be undertaken in the historic garden during the
armed conflict and immediately after its end should be described as a preven-
tive. High greenery and groundwater flow should be controlled. Ad hoc actions
related to seasonal natural disasters should be taken immediately to preserve the
spatial layout of the historic garden.

5. The historic garden during and after armed conflict should be protected
against risk of theft of historic elements or trees that can be used as a firewood
or as a building material.

6. Proper conservation, restoration and restitution will take place in times
of prosperity. Until then, in the first post-war years, the Public Conservation
Services should protect the historic gardens against further degradation and pre-
pare project documentation for taking restoration steps.

7. A destroyed garden which was culturally significant for the nation
should be restituted. However, at the entrance to such a place, should be infor-
mation describing the history of the object and reasons for reconstruction. Pre-
served elements of original historic garden should be described in situ, to not
falsify a history of reconstructed garden.

FEATURES IN THE FUNCTIONING OF THE WELFARE STATE IN-
STITUTIONS DURING MARITAL LAW STATE

The article analyzes the functioning of the socio-economic model of the state
during martial law state. It was shown sudden and unplanned changes in the
government’s priorities from focused on public goods, related to the well-being
of citizens, to the public good, tentatively called "national security”. There is a
reduction in funding for the needs of socio-economic development of the country
and the welfare of citizens due to the need to significantly increase spending on
national security.

It was justified that during the martial law state the socio-economic model of the
State is transferred to a special mode of operation, which has many features in
common with the model of the developmental state. It was also shown that in
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such conditions the social role of the state is reduced to a protective function,
but retains its importance in ensuring the well-being of citizens.

During the martial law the government is focusing on maintaining the well-
being of the citizens, supporting economic activity and social protection of vul-
nerable people by such measures: providing additional social assistance for cit-
izens, supporting economic activity of enterprises, evacuation strategically im-
portant enterprises, evacuation of citizens to safe regions of the country, provid-
ing temporary shelter or housing, introducing a moratorium on price increases
or regulating prices for basic necessities; creates additional benefits for differ-
ent categories of citizens,; provide the functioning of various social services and
services, even in limited form (education, health care, social care, environmen-
tal control); provides some free services such as public transport, administrative
services. It is argued the necessity of preserving the institutions of the welfare
state model (in particular, the system of education, medical care and social pro-
tection).

The role of institutions of self-organization of citizens as subjects of social poli-
cy during martial law is highlighted. The article is supported by the facts and
experience of the Ukrainian authorities during martial law (from 24.02.2022).

TRANSFORMATION OF THE NATIONAL HEALTH CARE SYSTEM
DURING WAR AND POST-WAR RECOVERY

The transformation of the national health care system is taking place in the dif-
ficult conditions of martial law, damaged infrastructure, uneven load on medical
facilities in different regions, which leads to the need to increase the total
amount of public spending on health care, their differentiated distribution with
increased control over use.

The low intensity of medical care actualizes the need to complete the medical
reform with the transition to hospital districts, create cluster medical facilities,
strengthen the responsibility of local authorities for the quality of medical care,
additional financing of medical facilities and decision-making regarding local
hospitals.

Restoring the functionality of the network of medical institutions and ensuring
access to basic services to meet the current, growing and new needs of patients
is considered as an opportunity to transition to a new quality of the health care
system.

POLICY OF NGO’S INVOLVEMENT IN PUBLIC HEALTH
IN UKRAINE: PROBLEMS AND SOLUTIONS

The research is devoted to the study of the policy of NGOs involvement in public
health in Ukraine. Public health is a component of the national security of any
state. A nation can only be strong and successful with a population that is physi-
cally, psychologically and emotionally healthy. The role of civil society in the
development of the public health system cannot be overestimated. Non-
governmental organizations in Ukraine have been able to demonstrate their
readiness to quickly reformat their activities, relocate, and continue providing
services to support vulnerable groups in extremely challenging times.

The research proves the steadfastness of Ukraine's course towards European
integration and describes the main legislative changes and achievements that
have taken place in the health care system over the past two years, despite the
change in government priorities due to the outbreak of a full-scale war.

The author proves the important role of NGOs in the development of the public
health system of Ukraine and describes successful cases of NGOs involvement in
the provision of public health services.

Taking into account the new challenges caused by the war and changes in state
priorities, the main problems and directions for their solution are identified, in
particular, attention is paid to strengthening the coordination and involvement
of NGOs in the provision of services to the population, increasing financial sup-
port for NGOs, improving the ability to respond to challenges and manage risks.

Keywords: Non-governmental organizations, civil society organizations, public
health, public health system, health care.

The public health system is an integral set of tools, procedures and activi-
ties carried out by governmental and non-governmental institutions to prevent
diseases, improve public health, increase the duration of working life and in-
crease the personal responsibility of citizens for maintaining their health. The
main focus of public health is the interaction of different institutions and coordi-
nation of their efforts.

Threats to public health that cross national borders and threaten global se-
curity pose new challenges to public health administration and require coopera-
tion with non-governmental organizations.

The systemic crisis in health care has a direct impact on the national secu-
rity of the state, as most components of the system cannot effectively ensure the
preservation and improvement of the health of the Ukrainian population.

Russia's full-scale invasion of Ukraine has had a devastating impact on all
systems of our country. The national healthcare system has been under critical
strain, not only due to the significant destruction of healthcare facilities, but also
due to the increased demand of citizens for various types of medical care and
services that were not prioritized before the war. The healthcare sector is one of
the most affected by the war. As of February 2023, according to the Ministry of
Health of Ukraine, 1218 healthcare facilities were damaged, some of them com-
pletely destroyed. The social system has also faced serious challenges in terms
of how much care is provided to vulnerable, underprivileged and disadvantaged
groups of the population who have been forced to struggle for survival during
the war.

The war has led to the largest migration movement in Europe since World
War II: 35% of Ukrainians were evicted from their homes and became internally
displaced persons or refugees.

In recent years, our country has made significant progress in the fight
against socially significant diseases. In 2017, the transformation of the
healthcare system was launched, and the Law of Ukraine «On State Financial
Guarantees of Medical Care for the Population» was adopted. In April 2018, the
National Health Service of Ukraine (NHSU), a single national customer for
healthcare services, was established. At the same time, the process of autonomi-
zation of healthcare institutions began with a change in the principles of their
management by transforming municipal budgetary institutions into municipal
non-profit enterprises. The Center for Public Health was established under the
Ministry of Health of Ukraine. In July 2018, after the establishment of the Na-
tional Health Insurance Authority of the NHSU, the conclusion of contracts with
primary healthcare providers began. According to the primary healthcare reform
plan, every citizen has the right to freely choose primary healthcare providers
and can sign a declaration with any primary healthcare provider. The primary
healthcare providers had to change their legal status and become autonomous
business entities. Over the past four years, Ukraine has taken a number of large-
scale measures to digitalize the healthcare sector.

At the same time, our country has made a significant breakthrough in the
treatment of TB, HIV, and viral hepatitis. Thanks to the support of international
agencies and organizations, as well as a strong movement of civil society organ-
izations, innovative approaches to prevention, diagnosis and treatment, as well
as advanced models of care for vulnerable populations, have been introduced in
the field of combating socially significant diseases.

During the war, the maintenance of our country's achievements in the
field of public health was threatened. For example, there was a risk of interrupt-
ing programs to combat HIV/AIDS, TB and hepatitis, diseases that cause the
greatest negative socio-demographic and economic impact, and the combined
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pathologies form the main burden of infectious diseases in Ukraine. However,
thanks to the strong support of international organizations and the activity of
government agencies and national civil society institutions, programs to combat
these infectious diseases in Ukraine continue to be implemented in wartime.
This once again demonstrates the strong potential of NGOs to ensure the sus-
tainability of vital services and play a leading role in ensuring their accessibility.
In the context of external threats, in order to preserve the achievements of the
past years and to curb new waves of epidemics and morbidity, there is a need to
identify successful practices of CSOs' involvement in the implementation of
public healthcare programs, identify problem areas and find ways to eliminate
them.

Reducing the effects of war, pandemics and epidemics, protecting health
and developing a preventive component to increase life expectancy can only be
achieved through coordinated action within Ukraine and internationally, with the
cooperation of governments, civil society, the media and professionals.

The involvement of CSOs in the development of the public health system
in the modern world is proving to be an extremely important component of so-
cial progress. Progressive states actively promote and practice openness and
transparency in their interaction with civil society, developing special legislation
aimed at promoting the development of this sector.

A strong civil society is characterized by the presence of active and influ-
ential organizations that are able to effectively interact with government agen-
cies and influence decision-making in the public health sector. This helps to im-
prove the accessibility and quality of healthcare services, raise public awareness
of healthy lifestyles and reduce the risk of disease.

In general, the joint work of the state and CSOs in the field of public
health plays an important role in ensuring the harmonious development of socie-
ty and improving the quality of life of citizens.

The problems of development and reform of public administration mech-
anisms in various fields, including health care, are considered by modern schol-
ars, including M. Bilynska, O. Bayeva, Z. Hladun, D. Karamyshev, V. La-
zoryshynets, V. Luhovyi, V. Lobas, Z. Nadiuk, N. Nyzhnyk, A. Piltiai, M.
Tkach, I. Furtak, O. Chernysh, V. Shafranskyi, N. Yarosh and others.

A significant contribution to the study of the issues of reforming the pub-
lic administration of the healthcare system of Ukraine is made by scholars Yu.
Voronenko, N. Herasymenko, L. Hrytsenko, V. Moskalenko, K. Naishtetik, F.
Radysh, H. Slabkyi, M. Solonenko, M. Shutov and others.

Among the recent studies, the work of O. Korniievskyi is of particular in-
terest, in which the author reveals the issue of rethinking the basic principles of
interaction between the state and civil society. The researcher has come to con-
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clusions regarding the relevance for Ukraine of creating clear organizational al-
gorithms for state-public interaction [1, p. 132].

The state policy of promoting the development of civil society is studied
by T. Andriichuk, focusing primarily on its organizational and functional sup-
port, highlighting problematic issues that require finding optimal ways to solve
them. The researcher justifies that Ukraine is striving to quickly catch up with
countries where democratic processes, institutions and values have been formed
over centuries. From a regulatory point of view, it may seem that we have al-
ready introduced the same democratic procedures as in European countries (for
example, public consultations or financial support for public associations).
However, these procedures are problematic to implement, because other compo-
nents of the system of interaction between the state and civil society are imma-
ture and ineffective [2, p. 91].

A. Berzina in her article «On the issue of the public health system in
Ukraine» motivates the need for regulatory control of the relevant problem [3, p.
216].

The role of NGOs during the Russia-Ukraine war is the subject of a recent
article by I. Tkachuk. The author states that the civil society of Ukraine once
again plays a decisive role in the processes of both the national and local levels,
accumulating record human and financial resources to ensure the vital activity of
the army and law enforcement agencies, support for internally displaced per-
sons, preventing a humanitarian crisis, etc. [4, p. 236].

Despite the attention of scientists to the problems of forming and imple-
menting the state policy of promoting the development of civil society in
Ukraine, there is still no thorough research on the aspects of CSO involvement
in public health in the postwar period.

NGOs in Ukraine are notable for covering almost all aspects of society.
Among the most common types of such organizations are charitable institutions,
religious groups, political parties, youth organizations, children's and women's
groups, associations of veterans and disabled people and professional organiza-
tions.

In their activities, NGOs are governed by the Law of Ukraine «On Public
Associations» (2012) or the Law of Ukraine «On Charitable Activities and
Charitable Organizations» (2012), depending on the chosen legal form. NGOs
are regulated by the Civil and Commercial Codes.

Due to the long-term support of international organizations and donor
funding, Ukraine has been receiving significant assistance over the past 18 years
to respond to epidemics and socially significant diseases and to reform the
healthcare sector. For example, due to long-term funding from the Global Fund
to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria, the U.S. Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention, USAID and PEPFAR, Ukraine has developed a powerful sys-

tem of diagnosis and treatment of these diseases and has grown a strong pool of
NGOs and patient communities in this area. HIV service organizations have be-
come equal partners with government agencies in implementing prevention,
treatment, care and support measures for vulnerable groups. Patient communi-
ties are the driving force behind reforms, advocating at the national level to en-
sure adequate funding for the public health sector and implementing campaigns
to combat stigma and discrimination against key populations.

The objective of the public health reform launched by the Government of
Ukraine in 2015 is to completely reorient the system from a policy of treatment
to a policy of health promotion and disease prevention [5]. From now on, the
focus 1s on the patient, as well as on ensuring the principle of social justice, ac-
cording to which everyone is guaranteed to receive a minimum amount of medi-
cal care.

The new public health system is based on the principles of decentraliza-
tion and subsidiarity and an important component of it is a qualitative change in
approaches to financing [6; 7]. This is one of the requirements of the Associa-
tion Agreement between Ukraine and the European Union [8]. The WHO and
the World Bank also support this strategy of healthcare financing reform in
Ukraine.

The COVID-19 pandemic has made significant adjustments to the
healthcare reform process, forcing a shift in focus to immediate needs, distract-
ing it from a long-term plan of change. The pandemic has also revealed weak-
nesses in the public health and emergency response systems, and in some cases,
the lack of national, regional and local emergency preparedness plans and pro-
cedures. Russia's full-scale invasion of Ukraine has put a critical strain on the
system and jeopardized the achievements of previous years. But despite the war,
our country has not changed its course in reform.

Thus, in September 2022, the long-awaited Law «On the Public Health
System» was adopted, which defines the legal, organizational, economic and
social principles of the public health system in Ukraine in order to promote pub-
lic health, prevent diseases, improve the quality of life and increase its duration,
regulates public relations in the field of public health and sanitary and epidemio-
logical well-being of the population, defines the relevant rights and obligations
of state and local governments, legal entities and individuals in this sphere, es-
tablishes the legal and organizational framework for state supervision (control)
in the areas of economic activity that may pose a risk to the sanitary and epide-
miological well-being of the population [9]. This law entered into force on Oc-
tober 01, 2023.

On February 12, 2022, a law on HIV was also adopted, which entered into
force on August 05, 2023 [10]. It is the result of joint efforts by a wide range of
stakeholders and amended HIV testing procedures, as well as simplified access
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to medicines for patients. These are the first legislative changes in the fight
against HIV infection in more than 12 years.

An equally important step in responding to socially significant diseases
was the Law of Ukraine «On Overcoming Tuberculosis in Ukraine» dated July
14, 2023 [11]. It defines the legal, organizational and financial framework for
activities aimed at overcoming TB, ensuring medical care for patients with TB
and equal access to it, and establishes the rights, duties and responsibilities of
legal entities and individuals in the field of TB control, taking into account the
provisions of the Global Strategy and Targets for TB Prevention, Treatment and
Control beyond 2015, approved by the 67th World Health Assembly in May
2014.

Immunization is considered the most effective and cost-effective measure
in the world to combat infectious diseases. This is recognized by the World
Health Organization (WHO), among others. Immunoprophylaxis is a key tool to
reduce morbidity and mortality from infectious diseases, as well as a tool to
counteract the emergence of outbreaks and epidemics.

During 2018-2021, the indicators of the spread of infections identified as
priorities by the WHO Regional Office for Europe in the program document
«European Work Programme of Work 2020-2025. United Action for Better
Health», decreased, in particular, pertussis - from 5.22 to 0.22, measles - from
125.5 to 0.04, rubella - from 0.55 to 0.05, mumps - from 0.92 to 0.42, diphtheria
- from 0.02 to 0 (no cases registered), tetanus - from 0.04 to 0.017 per 100 thou-
sand people. The anti-epidemic measures introduced in the country in response
to the COVID-19 pandemic also contributed to a decrease in the intensity of in-
fectious diseases in 2020 and 2021. However, the current epidemic situation
with regard to the most common infectious diseases remains tense, which nega-
tively affects public health [12; 13]. Therefore, the Strategy was developed and
approved taking into account the WHO recommendations «European Immuniza-
tion Agenda 2030», which define the directions for achieving the goals and ob-
jectives in the field of immunization.

Amendments were made to existing laws that strengthened and expanded
state guarantees of medical care for various categories of the population:

- to the Law of Ukraine «On State Financial Guarantees of Medical Care
for the Population» as of October 19, 2017 [14];

- to the Law of Ukraine No. 1645-111 “On Protection of the Population
from Infectious Diseases” as of April 06, 2000 [15].

On 21.07.2022, the Government presented the Plan for the Recovery of
the Healthcare System of Ukraine from the Consequences of War for 2022-2032
[16]. The document identifies nine priorities, including strengthening the public
health system and preparedness for health emergencies.
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On 07.10.2022, the Ministry of Health issued an order defining the pro-
spects and priorities for the development of the healthcare sector [17]. These 17
priorities for the development of the healthcare sector for 2023-2025 include a
wide range of measures aimed at improving healthcare, preventing diseases and
ensuring the availability of quality healthcare services for the entire population,
taking into account mental health, rehabilitation and quality control of
healthcare services. These areas of development take into account current public
health challenges and needs, and emphasize the importance of cooperation be-
tween different sectors to achieve the best results in improving the quality and
accessibility of health services.

We conclude that despite the war, changing priorities, and the economic
crisis, Ukraine continues to actively reform its health care sector, paying atten-
tion to improving the availability, quality and efficiency of medical services for
the population, their quality and efficiency, as well as the fulfillment of Europe-
an standards and Ukraine’s commitments.

The involvement of civil society organizations in the implementation of
public health functions is another key component of the formation of the public
health system. In addition to the public administration area, it also covers inter-
national and national non-governmental organizations, legal entities and citizens
who are active participants in the implementation of policies to improve public
health. All of these parties, to varying degrees, are aimed at improving the health
of the nation, reducing morbidity, including chronic diseases, and increasing the
overall quality and length of life.

Increasing involvement of CSOs in the processes of building the public
health system in Ukraine and in the provision of public health services has been
actively taking place in recent years. The 20-50-80 Transition Plan implemented
in Ukraine in 2018-2020 can be cited as a successful case for ensuring the sus-
tainability of such services, advocating the allocation of state funding and insti-
tutionalizing these services in the state system. According to it, the Government
of Ukraine had to ensure the transition from funding by the Global Fund of pro-
grams to combat tuberculosis and HIV/AIDS to ensuring the implementation of
these programs at the expense of the state budget and state management of these
programs. From the middle of 2019, the active phase of this process began - the
procurement by the state of a basic package of HIV prevention services and care
and support services for people living with HIV. For Ukraine, this is an unprec-
edented success in ensuring the sustainability of HIV/AIDS programs, a demon-
stration of the state's readiness to invest in supporting the results achieved dur-
ing international aid. An important component of this process was the preserva-
tion of non-governmental organizations as the main providers of such services.
The mechanism by which the Transition Plan was implemented was the public
procurement of services in the field of public health, announced by the Center
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for Public Health in the manner prescribed by law. Electronic procurement is a
new model of NGO relations with the state, therefore adaptation to this model
took place gradually and under the expert support of the Strategic Working
Group at the Public Health Center of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine. Thus,
during 2019-2020, 63 unique participants took part in the procurement of ser-
vices within the framework of the Transition Plan. In 2019, about 4 million US
dollars were allocated, which is equivalent to 50% of the funding that covered
25 regions of Ukraine. In 2020, appropriate funding equivalent to 80% of the
amount of such programs was allocated [18].

Therefore, the implementation of the Transition Plan created an oppor-
tunity to establish sustainable partnerships between the government and civil
society organizations to provide quality services to people living with
HIV/AIDS and tuberculosis on an ongoing basis; made it possible to change the
perception of NGOs: established the role of professional organizations that can
work with state funds to be an equal partner of state institutions, carry out quali-
ty work, taking responsibility for its results.

Almost from the first day of the Russian-Ukrainian war, all active non-
profit organizations of Ukraine reoriented their activities, focusing on the coun-
try's most important tasks: on supporting the Armed Forces; on assistance in
evacuating fellow citizens who have found themselves in "hot" zones of Ukraine
to safe places and providing them with temporary shelter; on the organization of
food for internally displaced persons; on the provision of psychological, legal,
medical, humanitarian aid, etc.

Ukrainian civil society plays a key role at various levels in important pro-
cesses, providing significant human and financial resources to support the army,
law enforcement agencies, IDPs, and humanitarian crisis prevention. To further
enhance the contribution of civil society organizations, funding opportunities,
institutional support and the development of an enabling legal framework, in-
cluding benefits and privileges, need to be expanded.

As noted by 1. Tkachuk in the article «The role of non-governmental or-
ganizations in the Russian-Ukrainian war: the financial aspect», the significant
increase in the income of NGOs in the studied period also indicates the in-
creased public demand for the functioning of such organizations: by its content,
the activity of NGOs is aimed at meeting the needs of the population, and there-
fore, the increase of income from any source, according to the scientist, is evi-
dence of the social efficiency of these organizations [4].

Analyzing the results of a study on the activities of NGOs in wartime,
which was carried out by the Public Health Center of the Ministry of Health of
Ukraine [19], we identified the main problems that have arisen in Ukraine and
have a strong impact on the activities of NGOs. Since NGOs are facing such
problems for the first time, in order to continue their activities, they need to
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learn to respond quickly to these challenges, to reorient their activities or work
approaches, and to be flexible in terms of advocacy activities and sources of
funding. This requires the understanding and assistance of the state, at least to
maintain the pre-war level of quality and volume of services provided. As a re-
sult of the survey of 59 NGOs from 24 regions of Ukraine and the city of Kyiv,
it became possible to assess the general situation of the non-governmental sector
at the national and regional levels from February 24 to June 2022 (the acute
phase of the war) and to identify gaps and barriers that prevent NGOs from
working on pre-war level. Among the main problems faced by NGOs are dam-
age to premises and property, the impossibility of using buildings in the front-
line areas where goods and material values were stored; lack of staff in connec-
tion with the departure of some people abroad, emotional exhaustion and deteri-
oration of physical condition; problems with logistics and insufficient financing
of institutional support.

In general, it can be noted that the problems and needs faced by various
organizations are common to various spheres of service provision in Ukraine.
And they differ depending on the geographical location of the region and the
consequences of military operations in it. After a change in the territory of hos-
tilities, organizations aimed at serving the population begin to adapt to the new
conditions, look for ways to provide assistance and restore their work so as not
to leave people without support, and restore and develop their pre-war potential.

The effective work of non-governmental organizations, as well as other
economic entities, depends on the amount of financial resources available to
them and which are aimed at achieving their statutory goals. Taking into account
modern realities, the deployment of projects to strengthen the organizational ca-
pacity of NGOs becomes important. This activity will help to increase their in-
stitutional capacity, develop skills of flexible response, risk management and
other important aspects.

Thanks to the coordinated work of state institutions with non-
governmental organizations, an active position, and a flexible response to the
needs caused by the war, it was possible to maintain the uninterrupted provision
of services in the field of public health, and to attract additional resources to
meet the urgent needs of Ukrainians. In coordination with medical facilities both
throughout the country and beyond, it was possible to provide life-saving treat-
ment and support services in the places where they were relocated.

Among the key factors that contributed to the success of NGOs in re-
sponding to the crisis caused by the war, it is worth noting the following ones: a
deep understanding of the needs and characteristics of the main groups, a high
level of trust and loyalty of clients to organizations working in the field of HIV
and community organizations; a significant level of motivation, mobilization
and self-organization of NGOs and community organizations at the local and

national levels, as well as the presence of experience in effective project man-
agement and implementation of operational processes in NGOs [20].

Conclusions

Since the beginning of reforming the healthcare sector and developing a
public health system, Ukraine has adopted modern legislation and demonstrated
an inevitable vector for European integration. Despite the full-scale war, de-
struction, victims, and economic crisis, the Law "On the Public Health System"
was adopted. From October 1, regulations within the framework of the public
health system at the level of regions come into force. The Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDCs), which are responsible for preventing and re-
sponding to disease outbreaks and emergencies, will fully comply with all Euro-
pean Union preparedness, response and prevention standards and requirements.
However, the further effectiveness of the implementation of regulations depends
on the coordinated work of all stakeholders, adequate funding, and the parallel
implementation of the industry recovery plan.

There are a number of systemic problems that need to be addressed im-
mediately. In particular, sustainable partnerships at the local level between mili-
tary administrations, coordination councils and NGOs need to be developed to
synchronize efforts, combine resources and reinforce each other. Local authori-
ties can delegate their powers to NGOs, purchase services from NGOs from the
local budget to ensure the provision of requested services to the community.

Today, access of key population groups to vital services and treatment is
becoming critical. The priorities of the public sector are completely reoriented to
military needs, which lead to a significant risk of reduction or cessation of pub-
lic funding for the provision of medical and social services. To attract additional
aid to Ukraine, it is important to clearly identify needs at the community level,
create systems for their routine collection and attract funding for their satisfac-
tion. Raising the awareness of local self-government bodies in writing grant ap-
plications for funding, collaboration in writing applications with NGOs can in-
crease the chances of attracting funding.

Due to the displacement of people in connection with the war, the work of
healthcare facilities, government institutions and non-governmental organiza-
tions has undergone changes. There is a noticeable shortage of personnel. The
workload of those specialists who remained in their workplaces increased criti-
cally. Therefore, there is a need to create a comprehensive system of personnel
support, which will include decent salaries, measures to prevent burnout, sup-
port for specialists who have lost loved ones, housing and work. It is also neces-
sary to ensure training of service providers on issues of planning in crisis situa-
tions, dealing with crisis states of clients and post-traumatic stress disorder.

There is a need to create a digital information platform for organizations
working in the field of public health, with the aim of exchanging information
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about available services and their providers, coordinating the provision of hu-
manitarian aid and volunteer initiatives, referrals ofclients from one region to
another.

It is also necessary to strengthen existing coordination mechanisms at the
national level to ensure effective cross-sectoral interaction.

The war revealed some legislative gaps in Ukraine, which need to be
worked on in the near future in order to provide key population groups with ac-
cess to services and protect their rights. These are the legalization of civil part-
nerships, the legalization of non-medical service providers, and the revision of
stigmatizing wording and definitions in legislation.

In the conditions of socio-economic crisis, humanitarian disaster, and in-
stability, the strengthening of cooperation between state and non-governmental
organizations to respond to the needs of the population is of critical importance.
Given last year's experience of involving NGOs in the provision of public health
services, the strong potential of NGOs working in the field of combating social-
ly significant diseases, there is an opportunity to use NGOs as a resource to
strengthen the system.

Prospects for further research are related to the study of the mechanisms
of involvement of NGOs in the provision of public health in Ukraine, the de-
scription of effective tools of appropriate interaction.
